Unit pricing – lesson
To find the unit price, we always divide

PRICE ÷ HOW MANY YOU GET for that price
The price (the $) always comes first!!!

Examples:

You can buy six apples for $4.20.
Unit price:

$4.20 ÷ 6 apples = 0.7 = $.70 per apple
You can buy 3 pounds of walnuts for $5.79.
Unit price:

$5.79 ÷ 3 pounds – 1.93 = $1.93 per pound
You get a 20-ounce bottle of juice for $3.19

Unit price:

$3.19 ÷ 20 ounces = 0.1595 ≈  $0.16 (16¢) per ounce
